HISTORY OF KNANAYA CATHOLIC MISSIONS
IN GREATER NEW YORK 

PREPARED BY REV. FR. ABRAHAM   KALARICKAL
  

From the Catholic Eparchy of Kottayam alone we have about
2000 families living in North America. The Knanaya Catholic
Community has at present ten Missions, such as Philadelphia,
Houston, San Jose, Chicago, Dallas, Los Angeles and four in
Greater New York. Greater New York is the second largest
Knanaya Catholic Community in the United States, after
Chicago. There are four Missions established - two in the
Archdiocese of New York, one in the Archdiocese of Newark
and one in the diocese of Brooklyn and Rockville Center.

 The history of KNANAYA CATHOLIC MISSION OF
GREATER NEW YORK is fascinating. Here the Greater New

York means the Tri-State area, which includes New York, New
Jersey and Connecticut. In the late 1960-s the Knanaya Catholic
Nurses belonging to the Diocese of Kottayam migrated to the
city of New York in search of job and better lives. They mainly
concentrated in Manhattan. While there were only around 100
families in 1975, now there are more than 400 families in Greater
New York area. Knanaya Catholics living in Tri-state area
established “Indian Knanaya Catholic Association” under the
Spiritual Leadership of Rev. Fr. James Kudilil in 1976. Mr.
Mathewkutty Vattakalam was its first president. Through the

The following is from pages 24 to 33 of the book, Eastern Catholics in the United States of America published by

Committee on the Relationship between Eastern and Latin Catholic Churches for American Conference of Catholic
Bishops. This book explores the similarities and differences between the Roman and Eastern Churches. Building on
Pope John Paul II’s apostolic letter, The Light of the East (Orientale Lumen), this new publication promotes a greater
understanding of the experience of Eastern Catholics in the USA..

In the day-to-day life of the Church, it is usually a question
relating to the celebration of the Holy Mysteries of Christian
Initiation and Marriage for Eastern Catholics, which require a
clear understanding on the part of the minister of the Latin
Church. 

Membership of Autonomous Ritual Churches 
     It is not possible simply to be a “Catholic” - a member

“at large” of the universal Catholic Church. A person is always
a member of a specific autonomous ritual Church and only as
such is a person a member of the Catholic Church. 

    In Baptism, a person is enrolled in an autonomous ritual
Church and the Church to which that person belongs is
determined by church law. A person, no matter by whom or
where or in what liturgical ceremony he or she is baptized,
belongs to the autonomous ritual Church to which he or she
should belong in accordance to the norms of law. Canons 29-
30 of the Code of Canons of the Eastern Churches establish
the canonical legislation for Eastern Catholics.

From time to time, it may become necessary, when it is a
question of membership of a Church by reason of Baptism, to
clarify to which Church a Catholic belongs. In such cases, the
following principles apply:  

1.         Baptism of children under the age of fourteen: 
By virtue of Baptism, a child is enrolled in the Church of

the Catholic father or the Church of the mother if only the
mother is Catholic or if both parents by agreement freely request
it, with due regard for particular laws established by the
Apostolic See; these principles also apply in the case of an
adoptive father and mother; 

i.          If only one parent is a Catholic, the child belongs to
the Church of that parent. 

ii.         If born of an unmarried mother, the child belongs to
her Church; 

iii.        If born of unknown parents, the child belongs to
the Church of the legal guardians; 

iv.        If born of nonbaptized parents the child is to be a
member of the Church of the person undertaking the
responsibility to educate the child in the Catholic faith. 

2.         Baptism of children over the age of fourteen: 
A person of fourteen years of age or older, who requests

Baptism, is free to choose any Church. 
 The Holy Mysteries of Christian Initiation 
Baptism 
A priest or deacon of the Latin Catholic may not baptize a

child of Eastern Catholic parents, unless a priest of the parents’

Church cannot perform this holy mystery. The follow-ing
circumstances constitute unavailability of the priest of the
Eastern Church, and in such cases a priest or deacon of the
Latin Church may baptize the child. 

i.          The child is in danger of death; 
ii.         The priest of the Eastern Church is too far away to

bring the child to him; 
iii.        The priest of the Eastern Church cannot come to

baptize the child. 
If, in these circumstances, a priest or deacon of the Latin

Church baptizes the child he must: 
i.          State, in his own baptismal register, to which Eastern

Church the child belongs; 
ii.         Send notifications of the baptism to the priest of the

Eastern Church; 
iii.        If there is no priest of the child’s Eastern Church in

the USA, the registration of the baptism is made only in the
parochial register of the Latin Church, but the Eastern Church
to which the child belongs must be noted.  

Chrismation 
In the Eastern Catholic Churches, Chrismation (known in

the West as Confirmation) is always received at the time of
Baptism. (When there is danger of death, it may be
admin-istered later.) If, in the exceptional circumstances as
mentioned above, a Latin priest were to baptize a child
belonging to an Eastern Church, unless such a priest has the
faculties to administer the Holy Mystery of Chrismation and
has the permission of the proper pastor to do so, he must not
chrismate the child. The child should be chrismated by a priest
of his or her own autonomous ritual Church as soon as possible
after Baptism.

 As many Eastern Catholic children attend Catholic schools
under the control of the Latin Church, it often happens that
they are involved in sacramental preparation programs. It is at
these times that the question of Chrismation arises. As the
Sacrament of Chrismation cannot be repeated, any attempt to
do so is strictly prohibited. 

If, at the time of confirmation for the class or group of
chil-dren in the sacramental program, it is found that a child
belonging to an Eastern Church has not yet received the holy
mystery of Chrismation, the child must then be chrismated in
his or her proper autonomous ritual Church.  

The Eucharist 
It is the normal practice of the Church that Catholics

celebrate the Lord’s day by participating in the celebration of

the Eucharist in a community of their own Church.
Nevertheless, where there is a diversity of Churches in the one
place, the faithful worthily celebrate the resurrection of Jesus
by attending the Eucharist in any of the autonomous ritual
Churches. 

Holy Communion may be received in any Catholic Church.
Since sacramental initiation in the mystery of salvation is
perfected in the reception of the Divine Eucharist, children of
Eastern Catholic Churches who have not received the Eucharist
at the time of their Christian initiation, should receive their first
Holy Communion in their own autonomous Church.  

The Holy Mystery of Penance 
Catholics may receive absolution from any priest belonging

to either the Latin or the Eastern Churches provided he has the
faculty to administer the Holy Mystery of Penance. However,
priests of the Latin Church hearing the confession of members
of Eastern Churches should exercise particular care, as the
perception of failing towards God and one’s neighbor is deeply
formed, and expressed, in terms drawn from one’s own liturgical
and religious experience. 

Priests of the Latin Church need to be aware that the
auto-matic penalties in the law of the Latin Church are not
found in that of the Eastern Churches. On the other hand, the
prac-tice of “reserved sins” is still retained in the Eastern
Churches. 

The Holy Mystery of Matrimony 
It is at the time of an impending marriage that members of

Eastern Churches often come into contact with pastors of the
Latin Church. 

It is the canonical tradition of Eastern Churches that
mar-riage is to be celebrated before the pastor of the groom
unless particular law determines otherwise or a just cause
excuses. Unlike the Latin Church, in the Eastern Churches a
deacon cannot assist at a marriage. 

In the USA, a priest of the Latin Church cannot, without
special delegation from the eparch of the Eastern Church,
validly bless the marriages of the subjects of that eparch even
if celebrated in his parish: 

1.        Two Eastern Catholics both of whom belong to the
Armenian, Chaldean, Maronite, Melkite, Romanian, Ruthenian,
Syrian, or Ukrainian Churches; 

2.        An Eastern Catholic belonging to the Armenian,
Chaldean, Maronite, Melkite, Romanian, Ruthenian, Syrian, or

Ukrainian Churches marrying a baptized person who is not a
member of the Catholic Church or an unbaptized person; a
bishop of the Latin Church has no authority to permit such a
marriage or grant a dispensation for it. 

In the USA, a priest of the Latin Church, with the faculty to
assist at marriages, may validly bless the following marriages
involving Eastern Catholics:

 1.         Two Eastern Catholics neither of whom belongs to
the Armenian, Chaldean, Maronite, Melkite, Romanian,
Ruthenian, Syrian, or Ukrainian Churches;

 2.         An Eastern Catholic who does not belong to the
Armenian, Chaldean, Maronite, Melkite, Romanian, Ruthenian,
Syrian, or Ukrainian Churches marrying a baptized person who
is not a member of the Catholic Church or an unbaptized person.

The marriage between a Latin Catholic and an Eastern
Catholic should take place in the Church of the man. Unlike the
Latin Church, a deacon in the Eastern Catholic Churches cannot
validly assist at a marriage between a man belonging to the
Latin Church and a woman belonging to an Eastern Church.

In the case where the groom is a member of the Armenian,
Chaldean, Maronite, Melkite, Romanian, Ruthenian, Syrian, or
Ukrainian Churches, and the bride is a Latin Catholic, the
Eastern Eparch may grant a dispensation so that the marriage
may be lawfully celebrated. 

When dealing with the faithful of the Eastern Churches,
Latin pastors must be aware of the differences in the legis-lation
of the Latin Church and that of the Code of Canons of the
Eastern Churches in regard to marriage. For example, the
impediment of affinity extends in the collateral line to the second
degree, that is, prohibiting marriage with one’s sister/brother-
in-Iaw. The impediment of spiritual relationship is retained in
the Eastern Churches so a marriage between a sponsor and
the baptized person and the parents of the same is invalid. 

The Power to Dispense 
Eastern Catholics can only be dispensed by their own

eparch. Any  dispensation granted by a Latin bishop to the
faithful of these Churches is invalid. 

Those Eastern Catholics who do not have their own
eparchy or exarchate established in the USA are placed under
the jurisdiction of the local Latin bishop and may be validly
dispensed by him.  

Transfer from One Church to Another 
In very exceptional circumstances, the Church permits the

faithful to transfer their membership from one autonomous
ritual Church to another. This is never undertaken lightly and
touches upon the deepest relationship between the individual
member of the body of Christ, its other members, and the bonds
that link us to our Savior. Formerly the power to authorize such
a transfer was reserved to the Apostolic See alone. For Eastern
Catholics in the USA, such a transfer may take place on the
agreement of the respective bishops. If there is no agreement,
the request is submitted to the proper Roman dicastery. 

Marriage also provides an opportunity for a person to
trans-fer from one Church to another. An Eastern Catholic wife
may transfer to the Church of her husband. A Latin Catholic
husband or wife may transfer to the Church of their Eastern
spouse at the time of marriage or during the marriage.

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initiative of the Association, Diocese of Brooklyn established
a Knanaya Catholic Ministry in March 27, 1993.  Mar Kuriakose
Kunnacherry, the bishop of Kottayam sent Rev. Fr. Joseph
Saurianmakkil to serve as its first director. The official
inauguration of the mission was on April 17, 1993 during the
Easter Celebration of Indian Knanaya Catholic Association of
Greater New York. Fr. Sauriamakil organized Holy Masses in
Syro-Malabar rite in Brooklyn, New Jersey, Rockland and
Westchester-Bronx. Thus, four Knanaya Catholic Missions
emerged in Greater New York. 

People participate actively in the Eucharistic Celebrations.
We have an active choir and the attendance at Mass is very
high. We have trained Eucharistic ministers, lectors, altar
servers, and catechism teachers. During Christmas and Holy
Week we have special liturgical celebrations in Syro-Malabar
Rite. Besides, we have special prayers for the deceased and
novenas. There are family prayer meetings and celebrations
where the priests try to attend. Spiritual guidance and
counseling is also an important part of our ministry. Sacraments
were arranged at their own local parishes. Now we keep our
own registers for sacraments and issue certificates from the
Knanaya Catholic Missions. Every Ministry has a Ministry
Council with two Trustees. It is true from the history that Faith
and Traditions are the two corner stones of the Knanaya
Catholic Community. Therefore, the Laity and Clergy always
work together... so it continues....  

 BROOKLYN
There are 163 Knanaya Catholic families living in Brooklyn,

Queens and Long Island area of New York. They were under
the Diocese of Brooklyn and Rockville Center. We were
celebrating Holy Mass on every first Sunday of the month at
Osone Park.

 Rev. Fr. Michael Nedumthuruthil was appointed as the
Director to Brooklyn Knanaya Catholic Mission in the place of
Fr. Joseph Saurianmakil in January 1999 . Kids Club was started
under his leadership with Mr. Mathewkutty Vattakulam as the
first principal.  On every first Sunday they have two hour classes
prior to the Holy Mass.  “Knanaya Catholic Youth League” is
organized for the youth. Now they are conducting Holy Mass
and other Mission activities in the Chapel of Creedmore
Psychartric Center, Queens.

WESTCHESTER-BRONX
Rev. Fr. Jose Saurianmakil started Holy Mass in Syro-

Malabar rite in Our Lady of Victory Church, Mount Vernon,
New York on every second Sunday from September,1993. Mr.
Sayo Kulangara, Mr. Thomas Athimattathil, Mr. Baby
Chemmacheril, Mr. Sabu Kuvakkattu, and others worked hard
for this.  Later in 1996 when the Bishop of Kottayam, Mar
Kuriakose Kunnachery visited Archbishop of New York, John
Cardinal O’Connor, he agreed officially to establish a Knanaya
Catholic Mission in the Archdiocese. In April 1997, Rev. Fr.
Thomas Kottoor, then Chancellor of the Diocese of Kottayam,
was given assignment as the director of this mission.  He was
also the associate pastor at St. Benedicts Parish in Bronx.

 In December 20, 1998 Rev. Fr. Abraham Kalarickal, then
Procurator of Malabar region and Assistant Director of
Barmariam Pastoral Center Kannur,  was appointed as the
Parochial Vicar of Our Lady of Victory Church, Mount Vernon,
New York in view of serving the Knanaya Catholic Community
in the Archdiocese of New York.  His appointment gave a new
life to the Westchester-Bronx Knanaya Catholic Mission.  Fr.
Thomas Kottoor began to concentrate more in Rockland
Knanaya Catholic Mission and Fr. Abraham Kalarickal in
Westchester-Bronx Knanaya Catholic Mission.

 Under the Spiritual Leadership of Fr. Abraham Kalarickal,
Westchester-Bronx Knanaya Catholic Mission started a Kids
Club.  Rev. Msgr. Thomas F. Scanlon inaugurated Knanaya
Catholic Kids Club of Westchester and Bronx on March 14,
1999.  Mr. Thomas Chamakala, Mr. Thomas Palacheril and Mr.
Pious Veluparambil were the principal, secretary and treasurer
respectively. With the help of our four Kids Club teachers Rev.
Fr. Abraham Kalarickal published a book “THE BRIDGE” a
guide to Knanaya Catholic Kids Clubs on Bible and
Sacraments. We have also started a Youth Club in September
1999.  At the beginning  there were about 15 members.  Due to
the busy schedule of Our Lady of Victory church, now we are
conducting our Mass and other Mission activities in St. Ursulus
Church, Mount Vernon, New York. We are also conducting
spiritual retreats and seminars for youth and Parents. This
helps them to keep up their unity and Christian faith. Now
there are around 115 families come under this Mission

NEW JERSEY
At the request of the Knanaya Catholic Community living

in New Jersy and surrounding area, Rev. Fr. Joseph Saurianmakil
started Holy Mass in Syro-Malabar Rite in Fortly. The Holy
Mass was started on fourth Sunday of October 1993.  At the
beginning people from Rockland area also were going to this
Mass.  However, at the request of the people there, Rockland
Knanaya Catholic Mission was started later.  Then the people
of New Jersy found a more convenient Church in Linden. 
There are almost 118 families in New Jersy area.

 On fourth Sunday of December 1998 they started a Kids
club for the children.  As a result more and more families began
to participate in Ministry activities. There is also “Knanaya
Catholic Youth League” for youth. They are active and helping
the Kids Club. Mr. Simon Makil was the first principal of the
Kids Club. From January 1999 onwards Rev. Fr. Michael
Nedumthuruthil is the Director of New Jersy Knanaya Catholic
Mission.

ROCKLAND
Rockland Knanaya Catholic Mission was started with the

Christmas Eve Mass on December 24, 1994 in St. Catherine’s
Church, Blauvelt.  Rev. Fr. Saurianmakil and Rev. Fr. Abraham
Orapankal concelebrated the Holy Mass.  From January 1995
onwards Mass was on every third Sunday.  Before that the
Rockland Community was a part of New Jersey Knanaya
Catholic Mission where the Masses were conducted in Fortly.
Mr. James Thrathattel, Mr. Joseph Pottenkuzhy, and Mr.
Thomas Palanikumuriyil worked with Fr. Saurianmakal and Fr.
Orapankal for this task.  Later in 1996 when Mar Kuriakose

Abraham Kalarickal, then Procurator of Malabar region and
Assistant  Director of Barmariam Pastoral Center Kannur,  was
appointed in December 20, 1998 as the Parochial Vicar of Our
Lady of Victory Church, Mount Vernon, New York in view of
serving the Knanaya Catholic Community in the Archdiocese
of New York. Fr. Thomas Kottoor and Fr. Abraham Kalarickal
worked together until Fr. Thomas Kottoor was moved to Detroit
for studies.  Now Rev. Fr. Abraham Kalarickal is the Director of
Rockland Knanaya Catholic Mission.

 Recently, the Indian Knanaya Catholic Community
(association) has procured a 7.02 acres of land including a
chapel, cafeteria and an apartment in Luchworth Village,
Rockland, New York. We bought it as a Community Center.
The community is using this facility for their Social and Spiritual

Jose Koithara’s house. Rev. Fr. Thomas Kottoor presided over
the meeting. There they discussed on starting a Kids Club.
Msgr. Mathew Pulikootil, former Vicar General of Kottayam
Diocese, officially inaugurated the Rockland Knanaya Catholic
Kids Club on August 17, 1997 . Mr. Thomas Palanikumuriyil,
Ms. Lissie Tharathattel, Mr. Justin Chamakala and Mr. Aby
Chamakala were the principal, vice principal, tresuerer and
manager respectively. Mr. Abraham Puthiyadathusseril has
offered outstanding contributions to the Kids Club. There we
teach Bible, Sacraments, Knanaya History, Family Values, and
Traditions. Besides Holy Mass, we provide retreats, seminars,
etc to the youth and parents. We have a Youth Club in Rockland.
Once in a month we have discussions, debates, or classes for
them. Usually we get twenty to thirty youth. So we have
programs for children, youth and parents. Knanaya Catholic
Families living in Upstate and Connecticut area comes under
this Mission. We have around 95 families altogether.
